Paleopathology – Shedding light on the past using novel strategies and perceptions
Aims of the meeting

The objective of the 18th PPA Meeting is to shed light on the many aspects of human health in the past from the Palaeolithic to modern times in order to discover the complex interaction between individuals and their environment and to investigate the degree of physical stress to which the members of early societies were exposed. Contributions, which aim to discuss novel methods and their possible limits and prospects, are highly welcome, in particular when they critically deal with the potential of non-invasive (µCT) and invasive methods (e.g., REM, SEM-BSE-mode), aDNA-analysis techniques and protein diagnostics, respectively. Just recently, overused muscle insertions have become of particular interest, since these anomalies will enable us to reconstruct working activities and to get an idea of the social system and care of severely incapacitated individuals within these early groups. Pathologically altered ancient human skeletal remains are not only of historical interest, they can also reveal much to modern clinicians, who rarely have the opportunity to identify severe pathological alterations (due to modern medicine).
Social program

The social program will include several guided tours to the a) Federal Pathologic-anatomical  Museum Vienna or the b) Museum of Crime or the c) Burial Museum or the d ) Museum of Forensic Sciences, special tours  (in groups)  through the NHM (including back stage and roof areas, Dept. for Anthropology) with emphasis to the history and architecture of the building, a reception at the “Winery Fuhrgassl-Huber”, Neustift am Walde 68, A-1190 Vienna (invitation by the mayor of Vienna) and a visit to the Carnuntum excavation site (an important camp of the Roman legion) or an overnight excursion to Hallstatt (Oberösterreich).

English will be the only official language throughout the meeting.

Travel information for different means of transport:

There are several different ways to travel from/to the Vienna International Airport to/from Vienna City Centre by public transport:

CAT (City Airport Train) (recommended)
International Airport – City Air Terminal (Wien-Mitte transport interchange, located in the centre of the town); CAT operates daily from 05:38 to 11:35 p.m. (23:35); departures are every 30 minutes; travel time is about 16 minutes (it is the fastest means by transport by far); fare for single ticket = € 9,00, for return ticket = € 16,00. Tickets can be purchased at the ticket vending machines. With the Vienna Card (see below) you will get a reduction. From the City Air Terminal you can take underground, bus, tram or taxi to your hotel.

Leaving Vienna you can check-in at City Air Terminal, get your boarding-pass and can proceed to your gate after you arrive at the airport.

Bus Services Vienna AIRPORT Lines
International Airport Vienna – Vienna Morzinplatz/Schwedenplatz (located in the city centre); Bus Services operates from 06:20 to 00:20 (from VIA to Morzinplatz) and 5:00 to 11:30 p.m. (23:30) (from Morzinplatz to VIA); buses are every 30 minutes; travelling time is about 20 min; fare for one-way ticket = € 6,00, for return ticket = € 11,00. Owners of Vienna Card (see below) will have a reduction. You can buy your ticket directly on the bus.

Schnellbahn, ÖBB/ Metropolitan Train System S-Bahn

International Airport – City Air Terminal (Wien-Mitte transport interchange, located in the centre of the town); trains are approx. every 30 minutes; travelling time is 24 minutes; fare is € 3,60 (inclusive public transport in Vienna); you can by the ticket at ticket machines at the platforms in Vienna City Centre and at Vienna International Airport.

Public Transportation in Vienna
To visit Vienna’s sights individually, it is best to use public transportation: underground, streetcar, bus and city train. Vienna offers a very good transportation network and cheap tickets (€ 1,80 for a single ride if the ticket is bought ahead of time, € 2,20 for a single ride when bought on the vehicle itself). 

The Vienna Card (recommended)

This discount card at a price of € 18.50 offers 72 hours of free use of the underground, streetcars, and buses (as well as CAT from the airport to the city centre and back again for € 7,50) and as well as 210 discounts at museums, sights, theatres and concerts, shops as well as in cafés and restaurants.

You can get the Vienna Card at the tourist information point at the Vienna International Airport –Schwechat, at sales and information points of the Vienna Lines (“Wiener Linien”; e.g., Landstraße/Wien Mitte, Stephansplatz, Karlsplatz, Westbahnhof), the Travel agencies (Tourist Info Albertinaplatz, 1st district), at the receptions of most Viennese Hotels and by credit card on tel. +43-1-798 44 00-148. The Vienna Card is valid from date of issue.
Parking in Vienna & Limited Parking Zones

The old city of Vienna and its surrounding districts (districts 1 through 9 and 20) are limited parking zones subject to charges. In these parking zones you need a parking slip behind the windshield. Pay attention to the respective signs. 

Bicycling in Vienna

Money / Banks
The legal currency in Austria is the Euro. Banks in Vienna (in the centre of the city) are open continuously Mon to Wed and Fri 8:00 a.m. – 3:00 p.m., Thu 8:00 a.m. – 5:30 p.m. (but some branches are closed between 12:30 – 1:30 p.m.). Money exchange is possible at a bank during regular opening hours; to withdraw money with credit cards you can also use Automatic Teller Machines (ATMs = Bankomats in Austria).  

Tipping
In many areas (e.g., gastronomy, in taxis, at hairdressers, at service stations) tipping is traditionally expected. It is usually about 5 to 10 percent, depending on your satisfaction.
